
What is the simple past tense?

used to refer to actions or states that happened in the past and are finished and completed

Rule Examples

GENERAL RULE: root form of the verb + -ed look ➡ looked

Verb that end in -e:  verb + -d ignite ➡ ignited

Verbs that end in -y: change the -y to -i + -ed cry ➡ cried

Some verbs that end in -d: change the -d to -t build ➡ built
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
